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The food stand was torn down and rebuilt.   It is fully functioning and they will be putting out some great food.  Sonja is the 
manager with her helpers Linda and Dee.  Dee loves to make Taco Nachos.  Be sure to ask for her and her famous Na-
chos.  You will notice that they are taking cash at the stand.  We will see how this works.  Your old food tickets are still 
usable and we will continue to take them.   

You will notice the new arrestor system at the end of the track.  This was designed by NHRA to help prevent bad crashes 
for cars that go off the end of the track.   It is 14 inches of nice round pea gravel that will gently slow a car to a stop.  This 
was not a mandate from NHRA, we chose to do it as a safety measure for our racers.   

The arcade is closed at this time due to misuse of the machines and to the room.  We are working on some new ideas.   

The permanent restrooms are not the best, but they are all we have. At the end of last year the toilets were beeing treated 
badly.  If our guests continue to defecate on the seats the floor, and the walls, we will just lock and close that side until  
we have time to hose it out.   Please take care of your race place.
